On behalf of Amnesty International, the worldwide organisation for the defense of Human Rights, I take the liberty to write to you about my concerns regarding the safety of members of MOVICE SUCRE. It is a coalition of more than 200 Colombian non-governmental human rights, social and political organizations. 

MOVICE campaigns for truth and justice for the victims of human rights violations in your country. Members of MOVICE SUCRE and their families often receive threats and some of them have been murdered because of the role they played in MOVICE. 
I urge you politely to continue all investigations into the threatening of the members of MOVICE and their families. These investigations should be impartial and independent. Those responsible for the threatening and killing must be identified and brought to justice. The Colombian authorities should also provide effective protection for the members and their families, partly to ensure that they can continue their activities which are completely legal in Colombia.

These measures should also regularly be reviewed and discussed with them in order to ensure their adequacy and effectiveness. 

The award of the 2016 Nobel Peace Prize to the Colombian President Juan Manuel Santos underscores the expectation that Columbians will persevere in their search for peace and justice. The award honours not only the initiative taken by president Santos and his government, but many others both within Colombia and beyond who are seeking a path to peace with justice.
